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SIMULATION LAB
ROOM UTILIZATION
Purpose: To establish and maintain a positive, professional environment conducive to learning.

Guidelines: The mission of the Glendale Community College Simulation Lab is to support and facilitate learning objectives in the Nursing Department and other Healthcare Programs at Glendale Community College. Clean, well-maintained surroundings contribute to a positive learning environment. To assist in maintaining a professional atmosphere, students and faculty are requested to adhere to the following guidelines:

1. The telephone and computer are the personal property of the Glendale Community College Simulation Lab staff. Students and faculty may not use the telephone or computer without the permission of the Glendale Community College Simulation Lab staff.

2. Students and faculty are asked to refrain from eating and drinking in the Glendale Community College Simulation Lab. Drinks with lids MAY be permitted in non-patient areas. Failure to comply will result in loss of this privilege.

3. Rooms must be left clean and in order. 

4. Furniture and equipment should not be moved without prior approval of the Glendale Community College Simulation Lab staff. Return any furniture that was moved to its original location. Furniture must be used for its intended purposes only.

5. The person who makes the reservation for the use of the Glendale Community College Simulation Lab space will be considered the responsible party and will be held responsible for any damage to the facility or equipment. 

6. The responsible party is required to make sure that no doors are open or unlocked and that the room is secure upon leaving.
7. The Nursing Department will charge a room use fee to any non-Nursing Department program charging a fee.
8. Students are NOT to be left unsupervised in the Simulation Lab.
