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SIMULATION LAB
Simulation Lab Rules
· Simulation lab is open and available by appointment only. Appointments are arranged through the Simulation Lab Coordinator and your instructor.
· No food or drink is permitted in the Simulation Lab.
· Students are expected to arrive to simulation prepared for a clinical day, including proper uniform and supplies. Full uniform is expected to be worn in simulation, violators will be asked to leave.
· No pens or markers are allowed in the simulation area, only pencils.
· Please make sure to arrive to simulation on-time. If you are going to be late or if you are going to miss your assigned simulation day, please contact your instructor. If you are late to your scheduled simulation time, you may not be able to participate.
· The mannequins in simulation should be treated with respect the same way patients are treated in the clinical setting.
· The scenarios used during simulation should not be discussed outside the simulation area. Similar to patient privacy and confidentiality in the clinical setting, we ask that you respect the simulation environment the same way.
· It is expected that students perform to the best of their ability in the simulation setting; this is a safe environment where you as a student can express your skill and critical thinking. All actions by the student during the simulation is subject to evaluation, remediation or further discipline.
· The safe learning environment is in reference to confidentiality of the patient’s, student performance and any other incidences that occur during the simulation.
· It is expected that students perform tasks and skills the same as they would on a patient in the clinical setting.
· After the simulation is over, it is expected that the students assist in putting the room back the way it was found.
· All simulations are video recorded, students must sign consent in order to participate.
· Electronic devices should be turned off during simulation. Cell phones should not be heard during simulation.
· Students who are observing simulation are expected to be respectful to those who are in simulation, by not talking or mocking the students in the scenario. Students who do not comply will be asked to leave and will have to work with their instructor for make-up assignments.
· Students will be held to the standards set in the Student Nursing Handbook.
