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STUDENT ACCESS
Purpose: To facilitate student use of the Glendale Community College Simulation Lab for scheduled and independent learning activities. 

Procedure: Students in good standing in the Nursing Department are permitted to use the Glendale Community College Simulation Lab ONLY if faculty or Glendale Community College Simulation Lab staff are present. Under no circumstances are students permitted to operate computerized manikins/equipment without Glendale Community College Simulation Lab staff or faculty supervision. The schedule of open laboratory practice hours will be posted outside the Glendale Community College Simulation Lab and is distributed to faculty via e-mail. 

1. Students are expected to be prepared for scheduled learning activities or independent practice. Preparation includes bringing lab kits and specific course materials (if needed) to the Glendale Community College Simulation Lab.  Students who arrive without these materials will need to make arrangements with peers to share supplies and course materials.

2. Space in the Glendale Community College Simulation Lab is at a premium, and exits must be clear at all times. Students are requested to keep personal belongings to a minimum and store backpacks, etc. in other lab areas. Cell phones and pagers create distractions and can disrupt learning activities. Students are requested to turn off all cell phones and pagers while engaged in learning activities in the Glendale Community College Simulation Lab.

3. Students are NOT permitted to eat in the Glendale Community College Simulation Lab.   Drinks with lids are permitted in the non-patient areas only.
4. Students are requested to sign in and out when using the Glendale Community College Simulation Lab for independent practice and when required to do so by faculty.

5. Students who require specific instructional materials (such as IV arms, IV pumps, etc.) outside of scheduled practice times or during open laboratory hours should make arrangements in advance with the Glendale Community College Simulation Lab staff to assure that the equipment is available.

6. Course assignments may require the use of resources which are in high demand at peak times. In order to assure access, sign up via email for these resources. Students are expected to abide by the guidelines stipulated. Refer any problems with access to the Glendale Community College Simulation Lab staff.

7. Students may schedule individual practice/review times with Glendale Community College Simulation Lab staff as scheduling permits. Individual appointments should be scheduled in advance via email.
8. Students must be supervised in the Simulation Laboratory at all times.
